Citation. The citation is the highest honor of ICOM-US. Ms. Franklin is a juror for the Obermayer
German Jewish History Award.

Melissa Martens is the Director of Collections and Exhibitions at the Museum of Jewish Heritage. For
ten years prior, she was the Curator of the Jewish Museum of Maryland. She has also worked at the
National Trust for Historic Preservation, the Jane Addams Hull-House Museum, and the Newberry
Library. She has been in the museum and library profession for twenty one years, and is the Board
Chair of the Council of American Jewish Museums.
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
